



Aquarist/Education Specialist 

Summary of Position – This full time/year round position is responsible for all aspects of vertebrate and invertebrate husbandry. Duties include but are not limited to; exhibit design and maintenance, water quality testing, animal collection, transport of specimens and interaction with and educational presentations to visitors to the Center. In addition, the Aquarist/Education Specialist will participate as an active member of the ETB staff throughout the year assisting with marine science educational programs throughout the state.
Essential Functions:

· Maintain all aquaria tanks inside the Exploration Center.  This includes routine tank cleaning, water quality testing, water changes, etc.
· Specimen collection, transport and general care of aquarium animals.

· Work with ETB staff on exhibit design and educational programming of the Center. 
· Participate as a core member of STB’s education team, teaching ETB marine science educational programs including Coastal, Shipboard, Classroom Outreach, BayCamp, Teacher Training, and public programs for children and adults.

· Work with Director of Education to further existing contacts and develop new contacts with local and state educational institutions.

· Maintain and handle equipment including canoes, other watercraft and field equipment.

· Work in cooperation with other Save The Bay staff on a project basis.

· Assist with researching and writing education-related grant proposals.  

· Support STB Habitat, Development, and Advocacy staff in order to integrate other STB project initiatives.

Secondary Functions:

· Coordinate schedules with Education Programs Coordinator to ensure proper staffing of ETB programs.

· Encourage membership in Save The Bay
· Maintain USCG certifications and licensure and coordinate with Lead and Second Captains to drive M/V Swift.
