The Fisheries Leadership & Sustainability Forum is seeking a Co-Director to be based at Stanford University in Palo Alto, California. 

_*Overview:*_ The Fisheries Leadership & Sustainability Forum provides continuing education to regional fishery managers. The Forum assists members of U.S. Regional Fisheries Management Councils in building leadership skills and support networks, and increasing their understanding of the science, economics, and policy that affect fisheries management. The Forum hosts two workshops each year for council members and provides council members independent, unbiased scientific and management information on a variety of fishery management topics. It is a joint effort between Woods Institute for the Environment at Stanford University, the Nicholas Institute for Environmental Policy Solutions at Duke University, the Center for Ocean Solutions, and Environmental Defense Fund. 

_*Overall Function:*_ The Co-Director will serve as the director of the Fisheries Forum activities at Stanford. In this leadership position, he/she will design, develop, and manage implementation of an interdisciplinary curriculum for the Forum. The Co-Director will be responsible for overseeing the development of course materials for the Fisheries Forum workshop at Stanford and to develop rapid response answers to questions on a variety of topics related to fisheries management. He/she will work regularly with council members, council staff, state and federal agencies, and stakeholder groups on a variety of fishery management optics. The Co-Director at Stanford will report to the Executive Director of the Center for Ocean Solutions and work closely with the Fisheries Leadership and Sustainability Forum Co-Director at Duke, the Forum Coordinator at EDF, the Forum Steering Committee and a broad range of faculty members and experts in fishery management.

               + Monitoring ongoing activity at the regional fishery 
                 management councils, and national activity related to 
                 fishery management and ocean policy 
               + Serve as a liaison between the Forum and Stanford 
                 faculty and work with experts in various fields 
                 including fisheries science, economics, law, policy 
                 and management
