3. Create and disseminate outreach materials such as the CCMA’s Web site, video documentaries, real-time media updates for research cruises, podcasts, brochures, fact sheets, briefing materials, posters, as well as plan and prepare media packets and press releases. 

4. Provide communications and organizational support for regional and national programs, events and workshops.
5. Provide analysis and review of CCMA program and management policies relevant to communications and outreach objectives.
