Duke Policy Analyst for the Fisheries Leadership & Sustainability Forum

Overview 

The Fisheries Leadership & Sustainability Forum provides continuing education to regional fishery managers. The Forum assists members of U.S. Regional Fisheries Management Councils in building leadership skills and support networks, and increasing their understanding of the science, economics, and policy that affect fisheries management. The Forum hosts two workshops each year for council members and provides council members independent, unbiased scientific and management information on a variety of fishery management topics. It is a joint effort between Woods Institute for the Environment at Stanford University, the Nicholas Institute for Environmental Policy Solutions at Duke University, the Center for Ocean Solutions, and Environmental Defense Fund. 

Overall Function 

The position will coordinate Fisheries Forum activities at the Nicholas Institute and provide policy analysis on fisheries management issues. In this position, the Policy Analyst will assist in the design, develop, and implementation of an interdisciplinary curriculum for the Forum workshop at Duke. The Policy Analyst will be responsible for developing rapid response answers to questions on a variety of topics related to fisheries management. He/she will work regularly with council members, council staff, state and federal agencies, and stakeholder groups on a variety of fishery management optics. The Policy Analyst at Duke will report to the Co-Director at Duke and work closely with the Co-Director at Stanford, the Forum Coordinator at EDF, the Forum Steering Committee and a broad range of faculty members and experts in fishery management. This position has substantial opportunity for growth for the right candidate who demonstrates an ability to succeed. 

Key Responsibilities 

 * Coordinate Forum activities at Duke including planning, organizing and implementing events, including Forum workshop; 
 * Assist with the design and development an interdisciplinary curriculum to explore sustainable solutions to fishery management challenges for the continuing education program; 
 * Lead the development of case studies and supporting materials for workshops and other Forum events; 
 * Build relationships and develop extensive networks with fishermen, key fishery management experts, stakeholders, environmental groups, and government officials (state and federal); 
 * Research fishery management topics and respond to requests for information from council members 
 * Monitoring ongoing activity at the regional fishery management councils, and national activity related to fishery management and ocean policy 
 * Serve as a liaison between the Forum and Duke faculty and work with experts in various fields including fisheries science, economics, law, policy and management 
 * With the Co-Directors at Duke & Stanford and Coordinator at EDF, develop and implement a strategic plan for the forum 

Experience & Qualifications 

 * A Master's degree, or similar advanced degree in fisheries, natural resource management, public policy, or law 
 * At least 5 years of relevant work experience 
 * Experience in US fisheries management and ocean policy preferred, including familiarity with the Magnuson-Stevens Fishery Conservation and Management Act 
 * Excellent oral communications and outstanding writing skills required, especially communicating complex concepts in simple terms 
 * Strong organizational and inter-personal skills, self-starter but also must work closely with a geographically disperse team 
 * Ability to work with various stakeholders and interest groups easily and effectively 
 * Experience in oceans and/or fisheries science, economics, law or policy 
 * Ability to work under tight time frames and communicate progress effectively 
 * Willing to travel

Commensurate with experience. 

Start Date & Location 

The position will begin in July 2009 for a two year fixed term with possibility of extension. Compensation will be commensurate with applicant's experience. The position will be based at the Duke University Marine Lab in Beaufort, North Carolina. There will be a fair amount of travel to confer with faculty at Stanford University, staff at Environmental Defense Fund, and other institutions, and to attend council meetings, Forum workshops and meetings with government officials.
