*Duties* 

The Marine Monitoring Unit is seeking candidates for a 9-month marine technician position (with possible extension 

depending on available funding). This position serves as the coordinator and field lead for Washington State's participation 

in the EPA-funded National Coastal Condition Assessment (NCCA) of 2010. This entails planning, coordination, and 

execution of all aspects of the NCCA sampling survey. Specific functions of the position involve the planning, organization, 

and management of the environmental sampling survey, including the operation of oceanographic and laboratory 

equipment to collect marine water, sediment and fish samples. 

Candidates must be willing and capable of performing strenuous field work requiring day and overnight trips and working 

long hours aboard a small research vessel under a variety of weather and sea conditions. Direct experience with 

oceanographic instruments (CTDs, PAR, and related sensors) as well as experience with sampling marine sediments and 

fish is highly desired. Potential candidates must possess excellent verbal and written communication skills, be highly 

organized, and have the initiative to perform tasks independently and without prompting.
