Potential partners and leaders in the local community include the Port Orford Ocean Resources Team (POORT), Cape Blanco Challenge, South Coast Watershed Council, local elected officials, state and federal agencies, private landowners, and other non-governmental organizations. 

• Implement The Nature Conservancy’s marine, freshwater and terrestrial conservation goals for the South Coast as spelled out in the Cape Blanco Conservation Action Plan (CAP) and other relevant plans. 
• Strategically engage with private and public partners to develop and implement adaptive conservation strategies that support land-sea connections in order to restore essential salmon life histories and the habitats that support them. 
• Assist the Director of Protection and Coast and Marine Conservation Director with efforts to advance the full range of protection tools to acquire legal interest in lands and waters. 
• Raise private and public funds to implement conservation strategies and support local project operations. 
• Coordinate community support to advance conservation. 
• Oversee preserve management plans. 
• Coordinate staff and resource needs with other departments and staff in the Oregon Field Office.
