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   *Description of Position* 

   The NOAA Research Chief Financial Officer/Chief Administrative 
   Officer (CFO/CAO) is seeking to fill one or two Program Analyst 
   positions. NOAA Research is formally known as the Office of Oceanic 
   and Atmospheric Research (OAR). The mission of the OAR CFO/CAO is to 
   obtain the financial, human, and administrative resources necessary 
   to execute NOAA Research programs in support of NOAA and national 
   missions, to provide OAR laboratories and offices with high-quality 
   resource management tools and services, and to enable them to 
   achieve efficient and effective implementation of policies and 
   programs. 

   The Program Analyst will work with OAR planning and program staff in 
   the early stages prior to and during budget development, including 
   OAR budget submissions to NOAA, DOC, OMB, and the Congress as well 
   as various budget planning documents. This entails coordinating 
   input from OAR lab and program offices, reviewing and editing 
   narrative budget justifications and performance measures, writing 
   other justification material, preparing budget exhibits, 
   coordinating and writing/editing question & answer material, and 
   other steps as required. A facility to understand, at least at a 
   scientifically literate layman’s level, the environmental missions 
   of NOAA and the cutting edges of its science is essential. The 
   position also requires a strong ability to write clearly and 
   concisely and to track budget progress from inception to 
   appropriation via comprehensive spreadsheets and cross-cutting 
   analyses. Finally, the position entails program analysis not just 
   for budget development but also via occasional participation in 
   program reviews, presentations, briefings, and discussions.
